Complementary

Complementary color scheme
Colors that are opposite each other on the color
wheel are considered to be complementary colors

(example: Orange and Blue).
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Triadic color scheme
A triadic color scheme uses colors that are
evenly spaced around the color wheel.

(example: Yellow-Green, Red-Orange and Blue-Violef)
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Rectangle (tetradic) color scheme
The rectangle or tetradic color scheme uses four
colors arranged into two complementary pairs.

(example: Orange, Red, Blue and Green)
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Blue-Green

Square color scheme

The square color scheme is similar to the rectangle, but
with all four colors spaced evenly around the color circle.

{example: Yellow, Red-Orange, Violet and Blue-Green)
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Analogous color scheme

Analogous color schemes use colors that are next to

each other on the color wheel.

(example: Green, Blue-Green and Blue)
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Split-Complementary color scheme

The split-complementary color scheme is a variation of
the complementary color scheme. In addition to the base
color, it uses the two colors adjacent to its complement.

{example: Yellow, Red-Violet and Blue-Vialet)
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
