Proportion and detail - Ty /é va chi tiét
Proportion is the name of the skill where you accurately portray shapes and sizes.
Ty Ié la tén cda ky ndng gitip ban mé td chinh xdc hinh dang va kich thudc.

[J Observe closely. Keep looking at your photograph. Try to forget what you are looking at, and focus on the component
lines and shapes.
Hdy quan sdt that ky. Tiép tuc nhin vdo birc dnh. C6 gdng quén di nhiing gi ban dang nhin thdy va tdp trung vao cdc duong
nét va hinh khéi cdu thanh.

[J Look for missing details. Look for small things that you may have overlooked: small bits of your hair, wrinkles in your
clothing, small differences in the background, and so on.
Hady tim kiém nhirng chi tiét con thiéu. Hay chd y dén nhitng chi tiét nhé ma ban cé thé da bé sét: nhitng lon téc nhé, nép
nhdn trén qudn do, nhimg diém khdc biét nhé & hdu cénh, v.v.

[0 Start drawing the other half of your face. If you develop one side of the face too fully, it will be hard to match it up
with the other side.

[0 Measure carefully. Use a grid, rulers, or slips of paper to guide where you should place things.

[0 Observe the shapes of your shadows. The shapes of the parts of the face are good, but the shapes of the shadows
are off. Take a closer look at the shapes and sizes of the light and dark areas.

[0 Consider changes in texture. Hair needs a different kind of drawing than cloth, skin, or fuzzy shadows. Try to capture
the texture of the different things you are drawing.

Shading - Bong do
Shading is using light and dark to draw. It is an easy way to make things look realistic and three dimensional.

[ Lighten your outlines. Outlines are essential to getting proportions correct, but they should disappear after you start
shading.
Lam sdng dudng vién. Dudng vién rdt quan trong dé cé dugc ty 1€ chinh xdc, nhung chiing sé bién mdt sau khi ban bat dau to
béng.

00 Darken your darks. Doing so will increase the overall impact of your drawing, and will help it pop.
Lam téi cdc viing téi. Lam nhu vy sé tdng hiéu ng téng thé cho birc vé va gitip né néi bat hon.

[0 Add tone to your lights. Leaving areas white tends to leave the impression that your artwork is unfinished. Instead,
look for light shades of grey you can add instead.
Thém téng mau cho dén. D€ lgi mdt s6 khu vuc mau trdng thudng tao cdm gidc tdc phdm nghé thudt cda ban chua hoan
thién. Thay vao dd, hdy tim nhimng sdc thdi xdm nhat ma ban c6 thé thém vao.

[0 Work on smoothness. Build up your greys by stacking layers of alternating line directions, use lines with overlapping
lines (no white gaps), or use a blending stump.
Tdng dé muwot ma. Tao mau xdm bdng cdch chong cdc I6p dudng ké xen ké, str dung cdc dudng ké chdng Ién nhau (khéng cé
khodng tréng mau trdng) hodc dung co pha tron.



[0 Work on blending. Your shadows are sometimes going abruptly from light to dark, with few or no middle grays. Add
grays to the middle areas until you end up with smooth blends instead of sudden jumps.

[0 start shading your background. Once you shade in your background, it changes the balance of greys and forces you
to reshade the rest of your portrait. If you start shading your background early it will save you time and frustration.

Bdt ddu té béng nén. Sau khi té béng nén, @6 can bdng cda mau xdm sé thay d6i va budc ban phdi té lai phdn con lai cda
birc chén dung. Néu ban bdt dau té béng nén sém, ban sé tiét kiém duoc thoi gian va cong surc.

[0 Look carefully at the different grays in your hair. You can get basic hair texture by creating lines that flow along the
length. However, it works even better when you replicate the pattern of light and dark of the different strands. It takes
more time, but the impact is many times stronger.

0 Watch for sharp vs. fuzzy edges. Sometimes blending goes quickly from light to dark, and sometimes it stretches out
over a long distance. Reobserve your photo to see where you should do which one.

Composition - Thanh phén

Composition is the overall arrangement and completeness of your artwork.

[0 You have the option of leaving out the background if you wish.
Ban c6 thé bé qua phdn nén néu mudn.

[0 Add a background. A background puts a person or object in a particular place, real or imaginary. Compared to
drawings without backgrounds, your artwork may look simple and incomplete.

00 start shading your background. You have some lines in there, but it lacks substance in comparison to the rest of your
drawing.

[J Start drawing the other half of your face. If you develop one side of the face too fully, it will be hard to match it up
with the other side.

[0 You seem to be behind. Please consider working on your project at lunch or before or after school. Or, try to pick up
your pace or use your time more effectively during class. If you have enough done, you can ask if you can take it home
to work on it. Remember that if too much of your work is done outside school | cannot accept it.
