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4B pencil a graphite drawing tool that is darker and great for shading

analogous colours groups of colours that are next to each other on the colour wheel

apron a piece of cloth that you wear to protect your clothes from getting dirty.

atmospheric perspective making things that are far away seem blurred and less contrasty

background the part of an artwork that is far away

blending in drawing: mixing from light to dark greys; in painting: mixing from one colour to
another

blurring details making small things have less detail so they seem far away

brainstorming coming up with a large number of ideas

brush a tool with hairs on the end that is used in painting

brushstroke the mark made by a brush when you paint

carving scratching into clay to change its shape or to make a picture or pattern

central composition an arrangement where the most important thing is in the middle

ceramic a material that starts soft like clay, but then becomes very hard after it is cooked to a

very high temperature

clay a soft material used for making pots, bricks, and sculptures that becomes very hard
when it is heated up.

scribe mark an even and straight line

secondary colour a colour that is created by mixing two primary colours, for example: red, green, and
blue

shading drawing with white, black, and greys

sharpening details making small things have more detail so they seem close up

shave scrape bumps and fuzz from the surface of something

slip a liquid clay that you can use like glue to attach things together, or paint onto your clay

to change its colour
