Realistic shading comes from careful observation. Choose
one of these pears and draw it.

O Lighten your outlines. Outlines are essential to getting proportions correct, but they should disappear
after you start shading.

O Darken your darks. Doing so will increase the overall impact of your drawing, and may help it pop.

Instead, look for light shades of grey you can add instead.

O Work on smoothness. Build up your greys by stacking layers of alternating line directions, use lines with
overlapping lines (no white gaps), or use a blending stump.

O Start shading your background. Once you shade in your background, it changes the balance of greys and
forces you to reshade the rest of your portrait.

O Look carefully at the different grays in your hair. You can get basic hair texture by creating lines that
flow along the length. However, it works even better when you replicate the pattern of light and dark of the
different strands. It takes more time, but the impact is many times stronger.
